AMES TRANSIT AGENCY BOARD OF TRUSTEES

The Ames Transit Agency Board of Trustees met on October 16, 2025, at 4:30 p.m. in the CyRide
Conference room. President Boland called the meeting to order at 4:32 p.m. with Trustees Junck, Neal,
and Schainker present.

APPROVAL OF SEPTEMBER 25, 2025, MINUTES:

Trustee Neal made a motion to adopt the September 25, 2025, Transit Board minutes as presented;
Trustee Junck seconded the motion. (Ayes: 4 Nays: 0) Motion carried.

AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR 2025 BATTERY ELECTRIC BUS FACILITY IMPROVEMENT
PROJECT:

Director Neal requested board approval of the award of contract for the 2025 Battery Electric Bus Facility
Improvement Project. At the board meeting on August 28, the board approved the release of plans and
specifications for this project, which will support the five battery electric buses (BEBs) scheduled to arrive
in October. The project includes installing two ChargePoint chargers and four dual dispensers. The
project was originally budgeted at approximately $55,000 in the FY 2025 Capital Improvements Plan.
Based on the final Architecture & Engineering (A&E) estimate, the board authorized an additional
$110,358 from the BEB Reserve Fund, bringing the total authorized project budget to $165,344. Invitation
to Bid 2026-028 was released, and bids were due on October 8, 2025. One bid was received from NAI
Electrical Contractors for the project, totaling $77,300.

Director Neal requested board approval of Alternative #1, to approve award of contract to NAI Electrical
Contractors of Ames, lowa, for the 2025 Battery Electric Bus Facility Improvement Project, for a total cost
of $77,300. NAI Electrical Contractors attended the pre-bid meeting, has previously completed work at
CyRide’s facility, and is familiar with site conditions. Their pricing was reviewed and determined to be fair
and reasonable. Awarding the contract would allow CyRide to install the charging infrastructure needed
to operate the five battery electric buses scheduled for delivery this fall.

Trustee Neal made a motion to approve Alternative #1; Trustee Junck seconded the motion.
(Ayes: 4 Nays: 0) Motion carried.

Free Rides Election Day: CyRide will be fare-free on November 4, 2025, to ease access to voting.

Bus Coalition Board Appointment: In September, Director Neal was appointed to the Board of
Directors for The Bus Coalition, which will allow CyRide to have a voice in securing increased federal
investments for systems across the country.

City of Ames Public Art Commission Project: The City of Ames Public Art Commission’s Accessible
Map-Envisioning Sculpture Project’'s RFP process has concluded, and the committee is in the process of
selecting an artist. Information will be presented at a future board meeting.

New Bus Inspections: Two members of the mechanic division visited the Gillig and New Flyer
headquarters to inspect CyRide’s buses that will be arriving this fall.

Rate Setting Resolution — FY 2027 Budget
CyRide Resource: Rob Jennings, Barbara Neal

BACKGROUND:

City ordinances require the Transit Board to annually establish CyRide’s fare and rate structure
for the upcoming budget year. For FY 2027, the proposed resolution maintains the current fare
levels for both fixed-route and Dial-A-Ride services. Two updates are recommended to support
operational needs and improve customer convenience.

1. Add a Digital Bus Pass (Fixed-Route Fares) Effective January 1, 2026

To enhance convenience for community riders, CyRide recommends adding a new digital bus
pass option within the fixed-route fare structure using Token Transit, allowing customers to
purchase and activate bus passes directly on their smartphones. CyRide would offer 3-month,
6-month, and 12-month digital passes (available only through Token Transit).

This option provides customers with greater flexibility than CyRide’s current monthly or school-
year passes by allowing them to start the pass on the date of activation rather than being tied
to a specific calendar date, as with traditional paper passes.

Pricing for the new digital passes is based on CyRide’s existing monthly fare structure, with
modest discounts offered for longer durations to encourage consistent ridership and support
flexible, customer-friendly digital fare options:

e Regular Fare
0 3-month —$105
o 6-month —$190
0 12-month —$315

e Reduced Fare
o 3-month —$51
0 6-month — $95
o 12-month — $157.50




2. Update Miscellaneous Revenue Rates (Shop and Shuttle) Effective FY 2027

The Miscellaneous Revenue Rates section was last updated in 2020—-2021. Since that time,
CyRide’s operating expenses have risen by approximately 32% per hour and 47% per mile.
To reflect these increases, CyRide is recommending adjusting the shop rate and shuttle rate
from $105.00 to $135.00 per hour, a 28.6% increase.

e The shop rate applies to work completed by CyRide’s maintenance department, including
warranty repairs performed on behalf of vehicle manufacturers.

e The shuttle rate applies to contracted shuttle services and ensures charges align with
current service costs.

While these rate changes do not affect passenger fares, they ensure CyRide recovers its costs
for external work and remains well below market rates, which currently range from approximately
$135 to $239 per hour among comparable providers. Staff will continue to review these rates
every one to two years to maintain cost alignment and consistency with industry standards.

The proposed Rate Setting Resolution is attached for review.
ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the Rate Setting Resolution for the FY 2027 budget year, which adds digital bus
pass options and updates the Miscellaneous Revenue rates.

2. Direct staff to revise the resolution consistent with Transit Board priorities.
RECOMMENDATION:

The Transit Director recommends approval of Alternative #1. Adoption of the proposed rates
fulfills ordinance requirements, maintains the existing fare structure for riders, introduces a digital
bus pass option to enhance convenience and encourage community ridership, and updates
internal rates to reflect current costs and industry benchmarks.

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Approval of Accession of Ames Public Art Commission
Accessible Map-Envisioning Sculpture Project

CyRide Resource: Christine Crippen

BACKGROUND:

At its meeting on December 19, 2024, the Transit Board approved a proposal from the Ames Public Art
Commission (PAC) to incorporate public artwork along the #1 Red Route. The project, titled Accessible
Map-Envisioning Sculptures (A.M.E.S.), is intended to enhance wayfinding and create a cohesive visual
identity at selected bus shelters located at Mortensen Road/Pinon Drive, Mortensen Road/Coconino
Avenue, South Dakota Avenue/Lincoln Swing, Lincoln Way/Beedle Drive, Lincoln Way/Marshall Avenue,
Lincoln Way/Lynn Avenue, and Lincoln Way/EIm Avenue.

The A.M.E.S. project is designed to assist passengers with disabilities, those with language barriers, and
those unfamiliar with Ames by providing distinctive, tactile art elements at each shelter. The sculptures
will be freestanding, not attached to bus shelters, and will not obstruct visibility for passengers or drivers.
Each sculpture will be placed adjacent to the shelter on its own concrete pad, and the Public Art
Commission will be responsible for all installation, maintenance, and related costs associated with the
artwork.

On June 16, 2025, PAC, in coordination with the Purchasing Division, issued Request for Proposal (RFP
No. 2025-184) to commission an artist for the project. Responses were due July 16, 2025, and twenty
proposals were received. Following the evaluation, PAC recommended Tim Adams of Webster City,
lowa, as the selected artist. His design features sculptural forms inspired by natural leaves and plant
motifs that will be visually engaging throughout all four seasons and encourage tactile interaction by the
public. PAC recommended his design concept of natural leaf motifs because it provided strong visual
flow along the route and complemented the surrounding landscape.

Per City policy, the Public Art Commission reviews and recommends works for inclusion in the City’s
public art collection before City Council gives final approval. Because this project involves artwork being
added to CyRide’'s Red Route Shelter Program, the Transit Board must approve the accession of the
sculptures before the project proceeds further in the City’s process. The final award to the artist and
accession of artwork will be subject to approval by the Ames City Council.




ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the accession of seven leaf-themed sculptures for the Red Route Shelter Program as
recommended by the Public Art Commission.

2. Do not approve the accession at this time.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Transit Director recommends approval of Alternative #1, to approve PAC’s accession of seven leaf-
themed sculptures for the #1 Red Route. Approval of this acquisition will allow PAC’s project to help
passengers with wayfinding and add artistic elements to some of CyRide’s bus shelters.

Award of Contract for Purchase of 40’ Diesel Buses
CyRide Resource: James Rendall

BACKGROUND:

CyRide has been awarded grant funding through the lowa Department of Transportation’s Carbon
Reduction Program (CRP) to replace two 40’ heavy-duty diesel buses that are 22 years old and past their
useful life. Funding for the new buses was approved in the FY 2026 Capital Improvements Plan. Due to
rapid increases in bus prices, additional Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) funds were
reallocated to support this purchase. The project budget based on available grant fudning is shown
below and was included in the Capital Improvements Plan:

After reviewing procurement options, CyRide determined that the most cost-effective method for
purchasing new buses is utilizing a state cooperative procurement schedule. Statewide purchasing
schedules allow CyRide to reduce administrative time and leverage the buying power of many agencies,
which would not be available if CyRide pursued an independent procurement process. Through the State
of lowa, the most favorable option for CyRide is the Washington State cooperative procurement schedule.

CyRide’s current fleet of 40" heavy-duty diesel Gillig Low Floor buses has consistently proven to be cost-
effective and reliable. Keeping the bus fleet standardized to a single manufacturer results in significant
savings, including reduced spare parts inventory, lower training costs, and faster repair times due to
greater manufacturer familiarity. As a result, CyRide has selected Gillig as the preferred manufacturer for
this purchase.

Pricing was requested from Gillig, resulting in a cost per bus of $726,911 with a total purchase price of
$1,453,822. This cost is higher than the available funding. Following this result, staff re-evaluated
procurement options and determined that proceeding with the Washington State contract remained the
most cost-effective option available to CyRide. While higher than expected, the price was found to be fair
and reasonable in light of the national purchasing environment and comparable buses from other
manufacturers.

Based on the pricing received, an additional $168,830 in local funding would be required to purchase
both buses. The additional funding needed could come from the 40’ Bus Replacement Capital Reserve
Fund. A revised budget has been calculated based on the bus pricing provided, shown in the following
table.

Gillig anticipates delivery of the vehicles approximately nine months after a purchase order is issued.
Additional build options are being considered for these buses and will be maintained within the overall
project budget.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve award of contract for two 40’ heavy-duty diesel buses to Gillig LLC of Livermore,
California, for an amount of $1,453,822.

2. Do not approve the contract award and direct staff to proceed according to Transit Board priorities.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Transit Director recommends approval of Alternative #1. Replacing obsolete buses with new vehicles
improves efficiency, supports CyRide’s federal Transit Asset Management (TAM) plan goals, and
reduces overall fleet emissions using newer, cleaner-burning engines.

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Award of Contract for Purchase of

Intelligent Transportation Systems

CyRide Resource: James Rendall, Keith Wilbur

BACKGROUND:

CyRide buses are equipped with on-board Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) to provide mandatory
audible stop announcements, visual wayfinding, automatic passenger counter and live occupancy data,
and vehicle location services. These systems are integral to the real-time passenger information systems
that power CyRide’s bus tracking and prediction apps, such as Transit App, MyState, and Ames Ride.
CyRide is currently under multiple contracts with GMV Syncromatics for ITS equipment.

Over the next two months, CyRide will be preparing five new Gillig 40’ battery electric buses and two
New Flyer 60’ articulated buses for service. These vehicles were not equipped with ITS at the factory due
to the pricing quoted during the build process. After evaluating options, CyRide determined that a post-
delivery installation of ITS technology was the most cost-effective approach. The current ITS vendor,
GMV Syncromatics, has provided pricing for equipment and installation across the incoming fleet. The
cost of the project is shown below.

If approved, funding for this purchase would come from the 40’ Bus Replacement Capital Reserve Fund.
ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve award of purchase to GMV Syncromatics of Los Angeles, California, for a total cost of
$143,442 for ITS equipment on CyRide’s seven new buses.

2. Direct staff to proceed according to Transit Board priorities.
RECOMMENDATION:
The Transit Director recommends approval of Alternative #1. Installation of ITS improves the rider

experience, supports passengers with disabilities, and helps all passengers better navigate the transit
system.

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Monthly Report
CyRide Resource: Barbara Neal

1. Customer Satisfaction Survey

The results of the 43rd Annual Resident Satisfaction Survey have been released, which collected
information from city residents about a variety of City of Ames services, including CyRide. Reported
satisfaction with CyRide stayed about the same, increasing slightly from last year. In this year's
survey, 96.1% of respondents indicated they were either very or somewhat satisfied with CyRide,
with 3.9% being very or somewhat dissatisfied. Last year, 95.2% of respondents were very or
somewhat satisfied, and 4.8% were very or somewhat dissatisfied.

Respondents provided areas where satisfaction with CyRide could be improved, including service
modifications. CyRide will review these suggestions and incorporate them into future planning where
appropriate.

Winter Season Preparation

With colder weather approaching, maintenance staff has begun preparations for the winter
operational season. CyRide purchases salt and sand each year for use at the facility, route endpoints,
bus cutouts, and locations where slippery conditions are often experienced. Snowplows are being
checked, and the process of winterizing buses has begun. The winter season also presents
operational challenges, and training staff have been reviewing materials to help educate drivers on
techniques for navigating the lowa winter.

Traditionally, CyRide ridership increases during colder months as more residents choose to ride the
bus instead of walking or driving. Administrative staff will monitor system usage and adjust resources
to accommodate capacity needs.
